Minutes of the meeting held on 13 March 2019
2019. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Goodman, Griffiths, and Jenkins. The clerk was in attendance. 

55. Apologies: Councillors Thomas, Mason, Toland, and ap Gwynn.
56. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 09 January 2019 were accepted and signed. 

57. Declaration of interest: Councillors Swanson and Griffiths.
58. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a draft reply letter to Ken Skates, AM, a draft “Lobbying” letter to be supplied to businesses who use the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-Fach, and a draft “Lobbying” letter to be supplied to households in Furnace and Eglwys-Fach was emailed to all Councillors for their consideration and to add their suggestions/additions on 12/03/2019. Councillor Griffiths expressed concern regarding the aggressive tone of the draft reply to Ken Skates AM citing it may be more productive to try to persuade the Minister to reconsider his reply of 06/11/2018. The draft reply was re-scripted with all Councillors present contributing.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to re-type template lobbying letters that the selected businesses and household road users might like to use to lobby the Welsh Government. Email to all councillors for their consideration.


b)  Clerk to rescript reply letter to Ken Skates AM and email to all councillors for their consideration.


c). Clerk to chase Trunk Road Agency regarding signs to say people walking on the road, no pavement, children coming off school bus, etc. Like the signs in Corris.
ii. Land for the playground. The Clerk reported there was no news on the land for the playground.
iii. Track to station. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Samuel Hadley, Network Rail 17/02/2019 asking for clarification on who owns the track to the station. A reply was received 18/02/2019 confirming that “Network Rail own the path”.
Action point: a). Clerk to email Samuel Hadley, Network Rail and ask again if the access gate could be left open.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw 17/02/2019 asking for up-date and explanation why the drainage work hadn’t been completed. A reply was received 04/03/2019 confirming that some drainage had been completed but that the contractor identified other issues during the work. Gwynfor Olsen suggested meeting Councillor Swanson and Councillor Goodman again to discuss.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw to ask for some dates for a meeting.
v. Recycling Bus. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Mererid Jones (Waste Projects & Engagement Officer, CCC) 17/02/2019 asking for the recycling van to visit Dyfi Furnace Car Park in March. No reply has been received to date.
Action Point:  a). Councillor Swanson will contact Mererid Jones.
vi. Footpath bottom of The Foel – Permissive Rights for horses. The Clerk confirmed that an email, dated 17/02/2019, had been sent to Eifion Jones (Public Rights of Way Officer) to request a copy of the email sent to Ellen ap Gwynn. 

The Clerk reported that an email response had been received from Eifion Jones (Public Rights of Way Officer) 18/02/2019, with the requested email attached.
Councillor Griffiths and Councillor Jenkins verbally translated the email during the meeting and confirmed that, to date, an application to up-grade the footpath on the bottom of The Foel to give permissive rights for horses hasn’t been received by Ceredigion County Council.

vii. Coastal Path on the Foel. The Clerk reported that an email, dated 17/02/2019, had been sent to Dave Anning, RSPB asking for an up-date following the meeting between RSPB with Ceredigion County Council representative to discuss the condition of the surface on the Coastal Path on the Foel (upper footpath) and what can be done to improve it. 

The Clerk reported that an email response had been received from Dave Anning, RSPB on 18/02/2019 confirming that, to date, no work has been done as the footpaths team at Ceredigion County Council have had some unexpected spends this winter but that they are hoping to do some work with any left over money at the end of the financial year. They are also applying for more money for the next financial year.
Councillor Goodman reported that he had seen some work going on there this last week.

viii. Community Council visit to RSPB. The Clerk reported that an email has been sent to Dave Anning (RSPB) dated 17/02/2019 confirming acceptance of his invitation for the 21st May 2019, starting after 4pm preferably.
ix. Fundraising for Eisteddfod 2020. Councillor Swanson confirmed that Non Griffiths has taken on the role of Fund-Raising representative for the community of Ysgubor y Coed and confirmed that Non Griffiths is considering organising various fund-raising events in Machynlleth and The Iron Room to raise the target fund of £2500. There is a meeting in The Iron Room at 7.30pm on 10th April 2019.

Councillor Swanson reported that Non Griffiths is organising a fund raising hog roast on her and her husbands field on 23rd June 2019, however they have been quoted £500 for insurance to cover the event. 

Councillor Griffiths proposed that the Community Council make a donation of £200.00 to the Eisteddfod 2020 fund. Councillor Jenkins second the proposal. Councillor Swanson and Councillor Goodman agreed.
