Minutes of the meeting held on 11 March 2020
2020. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Thomas, Goodman, Mason, Griffiths, & Jenkins. The clerk was in attendance. 

46. Apologies: Councillors Toland and ap Gwynn.
47. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 08 January 2020 were accepted and signed. 

48. Declaration of interest: None.
49. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that the letter dated 17/08/2019 to Ken Skates, AM had been re-sent 22-02-2020 with a covering email underlining that the Community Council are only asking him to address the pinch points through Furnace and Eglwysfach. A reply had been received 05/03/2020 from Richard Morgan, Head of Planning, Asset Management & Standards, Network Management Division, Transport, Welsh Government. Richard Morgan thanked the Community Council for the “new information” regarding the x3 landowners who have expressed a willingness to work with the Welsh Government to progress the footways at the pinch points and stated that “This stretch of carriageway will be added to the Community Safety programme to progress the footways at the pinch points as suggested. It must also be pointed out at this stage though, given the size of the programme there is an earliest start date of financial year 2022/23.”  However, regarding the speed limit reduction, the Welsh Government will review this towards the end of the year when the Police records of the most recent collisions are made available.
The Clerk provided Councillors present with a hard copy of email correspondence from Ben Lake MP, Aled Hughes (assistant to Ben Lake), and Councillor Ellen ap Gwynn to Ken Skates AM regarding speed limit reduction through the villages of Furnace and Eglwysfach and footway creation. Community member Fiona Evans had also contacted the Clerk providing an email thread of correspondence, which was passed to the Council members prior to the meeting. Email received from Fiona Evans dated 11/03/2020 was read to the Council members present for their consideration.
Councillor Thomas suggested approaching John Griffiths and Michael Jones, the x2 landowners that have expressed a willingness to work with the Welsh Government towards footway creation involving their property and ask if they would give the Community Council written confirmation of this. Councillor Thomas then suggested that the Community Council could apply to Ceredigion County Council for Outline planning for a footway at these points and by Dyfi Furnace bridge, pending ownership of the land both sides of the bridge by the Community Council. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to write to John Griffiths and Michael Jones to seek written confirmation of a willingness to work with the Welsh Government towards footway creation involving their property.

b). Clerk to contact David Anning RSPB asking for an update on the transfer/sale of the land by Dyfi Furnace Bridge to the Community Council.

c). Councillor Thomas to organise OS map showing A487 from Furnace through to Glandyfi.

ii. Land for the playground. Councillor Toland reported, via email, that he awaits further information from Jeremy Powell (land agent for RSPB) regarding the transfer/sale of the land from RSPB to Ysgubor y Coed Community Council.

iii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Gwynfor Olsen, dated 22/02/2020, outlining the current situation with the poor surface at the carpark and noting the presence of the Japanese knotweed. A reply had been received from Gwynfor Olsen dated 24/02/2020 asking the Community Council to wait until this current spell of bad weather is over before meeting to assess the situation. With regard to the knotweed, Gwynfor Olsen stated his department are not ‘overly concerned’.
All Councillors present agreed that the surface in the carpark is considerably poor at present due to standing pools of water following the recent wet weather. Everyone agreed to leave arranging a site meeting in line with Gwynfor Olsen’s suggestion. Discuss again at meeting 13/05/2020.
