Minutes of the meeting held on 08 September 2021
2021. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Goodman, Griffiths, Thomas & ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

19. Apologies: Councillors Toland, Jenkins, & Mason.
20. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 14 July 2021 were accepted and signed.
21. Declaration of interest: None
22. Matters arising: 
i. Covid 19 in Ceredigion. Councillor ap Gwynn reported that the number of positive Covid 19 cases in Ceredigion has increased (392 per 100000 people) as is the case in Wales in general (500 per 100000 people). There are 13 positive cases receiving treatment in Bronglais this week. 8 of the counties residential homes are currently in the red due to staff needing to isolate, but residents remain well. Hywel Dda health board continue to cope well.
Vaccinations 
→ currently being administered at Llanbadarn vaccination centre Aberystwyth and Cardigan vaccination centre.
General

→ Glan-yr-Afon Civic Amenity Site is open. Users needing to follow the number plate/date system for access. 
→ Library van is click & collect services. Available across Ceredigion.

→ Library Aberystwyth is by appointment ONLY.

→ Face covering to be worn indoors.

Swimming Pools

→ Bro Dyfi Swimming pool, Machynlleth and University of Wales, Aberystwyth swimming pool are both open. Plascrug Leisure Centre, Aberystwyth remains closed due to work being carried out to replace the air handling unit.
ii. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a letter dated 10/08/2021 has been received from Elin Jones MS, received in reply to her letters of 15/06/2021, 15/07/2021, and 20/07/2021 to Lee Waters MS. This letter outlines plans regarding road safety on the A487 between Talybont and Glandyfi. The salient points for Ysgubor y Coed include footway screening assessment and speed management assessment through Furnace and Eglwys-fach. Exact timings for assessments are unavailable at present but both will be delivered during this financial year 2021/22. The WelTAG study, between Bow Street and Machynlleth, will be commissioned in the next financial year 2022/23.
In response to this letter dated 10/08/2021, Elin Jones MS has invited Lee Waters MS to meet with the Community Councils of Ceulanamaesmawr, Llangynfelyn, and Ysgubor y Coed.

The Clerk reported an email, dated 31/08/2021, has been received from Lynn Sloman, Transport for Quality of Life and a resident of Ysgubor y Coed, giving guidance regarding the ‘Active Travel Network Map statutory consultation phase 3’ currently being conducted by Ceredigion County Council. This consultation runs from 27/08/2021 to 19/11/2021. It appears that Ceredigion County Council are proposing a shared use route along the A487 from Aberystwyth to the county boundary with Powys.
Councillor Toland forwarded an email received from Mona Lewis, Walking and Cycling Development Officer in the Dyfi Biosphere area.
Dr Ian Taylor, Transport for Quality of Life and a resident of Ysgubor y Coed, forwarded an email from Mona Lewis, Walking and Cycling Development Officer in the Dyfi Biosphere area, and his reply.
The Clerk reported that an email was received from Tracy Lovering, a resident of Ysgubor y Coed, requesting that the Community Council consider pressing Welsh Government to implement a 20mph speed limit on the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-fach. Tracy also forwarded correspondence which she has had with Elin Jones MS regarding road safety through Furnace and Eglwys-fach.

b). Clerk to email Tracy Lovering declining request for 20mph speed limit – Community Council conscious it might distract attention from delivery of a footway.

c). Clerk to contact Mona Lewis and request that she joins Community Council meeting scheduled for 10/11/2021.

d). Clerk to ask Janie Agnew to share Lynn Sloman email outlining Ceredigion County Council consultation.
iii. Land for the playground. Councillor Thomas reported that he has spoken to Dave Anning, RSPB who has spoken to Jeremy Powell, RSPB land agent. Jeremy Powell confirmed that the RSPB will definitely provide the Community Council with a Licence to Occupy within the next few days. Jeremy Powell also advised that before an offer of the sale of the land to the Community Council can be made it has to go through the RSPB Disposal Committee for confirmation that the land can be offered for sale to the Community Council. Dave Anning has confirmed that he would support this.
Councillor Thomas requested that, in future, this agenda item be named ‘The Woodland’ instead of ‘Land for the playground’. All Councillors present agreed.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that an email was sent to Gwynfor Olsen on 31/08/2021 regarding the purpose of the gravel at the car park. No reply received to date.
v. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. As Councillor Toland was not present it was agreed to move this item on to meeting on 10th November 2021.

vi. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman confirmed that progress is on-going. The stage for circulation of a Community Council letter has not yet been reached. Councillor Goodman is in possession of a selection of flyers which he will display on the Community Council notice boards, Cletwr, etc..
vii.
Turning point at Blaeneinion. The Clerk reported that following receipt of an email, dated 19/08/2021,  from a concerned member of the public, a search of Community Council records showed that there is a right of way for vehicles through the ford past Blaeneinion.
