Minutes of the meeting held on 11 November 2020
2020. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Mason, Jenkins, Griffiths, Goodman, Thomas & ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

19. Apologies: Councillors Toland.
20. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 09 September 2020 were accepted. To be signed by Chair later. 

21. Declaration of interest: None
22. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that an email had been received from Ken Skates MS dated 09/10/2020 confirming receipt of email received dated 29/09/2020 plus the letters from John & Non Griffiths and Mike Jones.
Councillor Swanson, Griffiths, Thomas, and Toland attended a Teams meeting on 22/10/2020, organised by Elin Jones MS. Councillor Griffiths, Swanson, & Thomas reported that it was disappointing that Ysgubor y Coed Community Councillors were given a short period towards the end of the meeting to raise the issues of traffic speed through Furnace and Eglwys-fach and the lack of a pavement. Councillor Griffiths acknowledged that the issues raised at Taliesin and Talybont are also very pressing. Ellen ap Gwynn reported that her understanding is that Welsh Government have conducted a review of speed limits through Furnace and Eglwys-fach but is of the opinion that this was a desktop review.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to prepare a letter to Welsh Government/Ken Skates MS querying speed limit review and asking if they would consider reducing the speed limit to 30mph through Furnace and Eglwys-fach asap. Also enquire what “suite of road safety measures” are planned for Ysgubor y Coed?
ii. Land for the playground. The Clerk reported that she has checked the Community Council insurance schedule and policy handbook and it appears that the Community Council are NOT covered for trees specifically under the present policy. An email dated 09/11/2020 has been sent to Mr Charles Thomson at Zurich requesting confirmation as to whether the current policy has tree cover or not and, in the event that it doesn’t, that it could be added to this policy once the area is secured by the Community Council. No answer received to date.

Action Point:  a). Clerk to chase Zurich for a reply.

iii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Swanson, Goodman, Thomas, & Jenkins met with Gwynfor Olsen on 19/10/2020 to discuss the on-going problem of standing water at the carpark. Councillors reported that whilst Gwynfor Olsen was sympathetic, he didn’t offer much towards a solution. The Clerk reported that an email had been received from Gwynfor Olsen dated 26/10/2020 confirming that a CADW sign is to be erected by the notice board to indicate where the monument is and that he has emailed Emyr John for information and what was discussed in regards of resolving the water standing problem. No further contact has been received to date.

Action Point:  a). Clerk to chase Gwynfor Olsen/Emyr John.

An email dated 29/09/2020 was sent to Rhodri Llwyd, Ceredigion Technical Services outlining the problem with Campervans going through the car park on their way to the RSPB reserve as their SAT NAVS are sending them that way. A reply was received 01/10/2020 from Tom Delph-Janiurek, Senior Engineer Traffic Management, advising that as the access road to the car park and the car park itself are not classed as public highway, and the junction is with the TRA487 Trunk Road, it is therefore not possible for Ceredigion County Council to provide any signage. The email dated 29/09/2020  has been forwarded to the Trunk Roads Authority for their consideration. Tom Delph-Janiurek also suggesting that the Community Council may consider contacting the owner of the access lane and car park for their consideration, i.e. RSPB.
Action Point:  a).
Clerk to email Dave Anning, RSPB directly to ask if signs could be placed at carpark entrance (unsuitable for large vehicles/campervans). 
iv. Overhanging branches by footpath/cycle path, Glandyfi lay-by. The Clerk reported that Transport for Wales have confirmed that responsibility for the hedge does not lie with them but with the landowner. Samuel Hadley, Network Rail emailed 30/09/2020 confirming that he is trying to find out who responsibility for the hedge lies with. No further update received to date.

Action point: Clerk to contact Samuel Hadley, Network Rail for an update.

Schools – one class at Penglais secondary school and one class at Llwyn yr Eos primary school are currently self-isolating due to a positive test. Glan-y-Afon Civic Amenity Site is now re-open with users needing to follow the number plate/date system for access. Library click & collect services have now resumed across Ceredigion.
