Minutes of the meeting held on 28th September 2022
2022. Present: Councillor Swanson (in the chair), Griffiths, Goodman, Stevenson, & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
19. Apologies: Councillor Thomas, Toland, & Mason.
20. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 21st July 2022 were accepted and signed.
21. Declaration of interest: Councillor Davies re: planning.
22. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. Councillor Swanson reported that there is no progress re: pedestrian signs. Councillor Swanson spoke to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) this week by phone and the delay issue with the road signs he has commissioned for Furnace and Eglwys-fach is still on-going. George Lloyd confirmed that he would chase and report to Councillor Swanson as soon as possible.
The clerk reported no contact from George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: pedestrian signs.
Councillor Stevenson queried whether council might consider asking Welsh Government to reduce the speed limit on the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-fach to 20mph (currently 40mph). Following discussion, it was agreed to revisit this proposal at a future meeting - preferably with all the council members present.
Councillor Griffiths noted the grass verges on the A487 have not been cut back this summer. This is causing problems for pedestrians and cyclists. Councillor Griffiths also noted that the hedge along the Glandyfi lay-by has not been cut back this summer either and this is preventing cyclists from using the cycle path. 

Councillor Swanson noted that she has reported the overgrown verges on the Bwlcheinion road and the Melindwr/Dynyn road to Ceredigion County Council via Clik (31/07/2022).
Councillor Davies offered to email George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: pedestrian signs, to reinforce Councillor Swanson’s efforts.
The Clerk reported an email was received from John and Non Griffiths re: Welsh language wording on the anticipated pedestrian signs.
The Clerk reported an email was received from Louisa Allison-Bergin re: footpath creation and reduction in speed limit through the villages.
Action Point:  a). Councillor Swanson to chase George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: pedestrian signs.

b). Councillor Davies to email George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA)

c). Clerk to report overgrown verges to Ceredigion County Council.

d). Clerk to reply to emails received.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that she had contacted Cadw re: fly tipping incidents and replacement of the broken bench by the river. The reply from Emyr John, Head of Historic Estate, was not favourable – 

a) Cadw will not contribute towards the replacement of the broken bench.
b) Cadw would prefer to understand if the Dyfi Furnace car park could be locked over-night rather than CCTV – could a Teams meeting be organised with RSPB to discuss options.
Councillor Davies suggested cataloguing the fly tipping incidents and to include Elin Jones MS in email thread when reporting to Cadw.

Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Dave Anning, RSPB, to organise Teams meeting.

 
b). Clerk to ask Cadw if they would consider moving the metal bench by the river.

c). Clerk to catalogue fly tipping incidents going forward.
iii. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. As Councillor Toland was absent, this item was moved on to the next meeting in November. 
iv. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman reported that the application for funding from the UK government is on-going – he has been advised that this usually takes ~4 months to be approved. Once approved, Broadway engineers will start their survey work to assess infrastructure needs. 

Councillor Griffiths queried whether Broadway would supply the Iron room with a free connection. Councillor Goodman noted that the Iron room would need to be registered with Broadway.

The Clerk noted Councillor Goodman’s efforts with this item spanning circa 2 years.
v. Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. The Clerk reported that a reply has been received from George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: signs showing ‘bends ahead’ for the area between Hen Hafod bridge and Furnace. He has requested a Teams meeting or an on-sight meeting to discuss requirements with council members.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to organise meeting with George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: signs.
vi. Over-grown hedges on side roads leading off A487. Councillor Swanson noted that she has reported the overgrown verges on the Bwlcheinion road and the Melindwr/Dynyn road to Ceredigion County Council via Clik (31/07/2022). The grass verges on both roads have now been trimmed.
vii. Multi-location meetings. The Clerk reported The Local Government and Elections (Wales) Act 2021: Statutory Guidance for Community and Town Councils – “The 2021 Act requires that all community councils must make and publish arrangements for its meetings to enable people who are not in the same place to meet. Under the arrangements, councils will need to take reasonable steps to allow meetings to be held from multiple locations. If the arrangements are revised or replaced the new arrangements must also be published.”
Council noted that the Iron room does not have a broadband connection to facilitate hybrid meetings. As the Iron room is the local public building for Ysgubor y Coed, council will continue with current arrangements until a broadband connection is available and hybrid meeting arrangements can be considered.
