Minutes of the meeting held on 10th May 2023

2023/24. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Goodman, Griffiths, Mason & Toland. The clerk was in attendance.
1. Apologies: Councillor Stevenson & Davies.
2. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 08th March 2023
were accepted and signed. 
3. Declaration of interest: None
4. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a phonecall has been received from George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) on 17/03/2023 confirming :
· A request for another ‘No Footway’ sign will be submitted to be positioned on the north side of Eglwys-fach however a positive result will be unlikely.
· The requested signs re: Bends to be positioned on the south side of Furnace and near Hen Hafod bridge are being produced. Hopefully these will be put in place in the next 3-6 months. George Lloyd is aware of their positioning.

· Professor Chris Oliver has contacted NMWTRA to advise that some of the lettering on the Eglwys-fach sign on the north side of the village isn’t clear and has requested a new sign to be installed however this is unlikely to happen anytime soon.

The Clerk reported an email received from Aled Hughes, Senior Communications Officer for Cefin Campbell MS, received 18/04/2023 confirming their on-going commitment to assist Ysgubor y Coed community council with safety issues along the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-fach. 

Councillor Swanson reported that the Furnace & Eglwys-fach WI group are considering a protest outside the Senedd to highlight the 40mph through the villages. This will likely not happen until after the National 30mph to 20mph Speed Reduction on 17/09/2023.
Council noted their disappointment and frustration at the lack of progress on this item and considered whether placing a board marked ’30 please’ at the south side of Furnace and the north side of Eglwys-fach might be a useful indicator for motorists going forward.
Councillor Thomas proposed this item and Agenda item ‘v.’ be included on the Agenda as ‘A487’ going forward. Seconded Councillor Goodman. Council resolved.
ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Council noted disappointment that CADW do not appear to have any imminent plans  to carry out repair work to the carpark surface and/or solutions to the fly-tipping problem. Councillor Thomas proposed writing to the Chair of CADW again to high-light the problems. Councillor Swanson seconded proposal. Council resolved.
The clerk noted some rubbish has been left by the glass recycling bin today 10/05/2023.

The clerk noted that the large pothole, located just off the tarmac at the carpark entrance, has been filled. 

The clerk noted no reply to date following email 18/04/2023 to Dave Anning, RSPB re: ownership of the carpark and tarmac entrance. 

The clerk noted that an email was sent 18/04/2023 to Emyr John, CADW, advising him of land ownership re: electricity source for E.V. charging points.

Council noted Councillor Davies email dated 14/04/2023 re: dealing with fly-tipping.

iii. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. Councillor Toland reported no movement on this item. Councillor Griffiths queried whereabouts of ‘Map sign’ and if it is likely to be re-installed. Councillor Toland to sort.
iv. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman reported no progress as Broadway are currently focusing on other areas in their portfolio. Councillor Goodman reported that he has floated the suggestion that Broadway Broadband would help financially with the refurbishment of the phone box in Eglwys-fach that houses the defibrillator – awaiting confirmation. Councillor Goodman has a meeting scheduled with Broadway Broadband on 24/05/2023 and will report back to council after. Councillor Goodman has received a quote from local craftsman Martin Williams for the fabrication of a new metal frame for the telephone kiosk door - £380.00. Councillor Swanson noted that she has been advised that there is a company on-line who will produce a new door for the telephone kiosk for £300 to £400. 

Action Point:  a). Councillor Goodman to report back to council in due course.

v. Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. The Clerk reported that a phonecall has been received from George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) on 17/03/2023 confirming the requested signs re: Bends to be positioned on the south side of Furnace and near Hen Hafod bridge are being produced. Hopefully these will be put in place in the next 3-6 months. George Lloyd is aware of their positioning.

vi. Councillor Training. The clerk reported that she has spoken to Gwilym Rippon re: Code of Conduct councillor training. Gwilym Rippon is happy to deliver training in the Welsh language, the English language, or bi-lingually. The cost of training is £175.00 for whole council training delivered in Welsh or English plus travelling expenses from Welshpool of £52.20.  Bi-lingual delivery of training costs extra. The training can be completed in one evening lasting approximately 2 hours. If training is completed with another community council then the travelling costs will be half. The clerk noted, following discussion with Llangynfelyn Community Council, September is the preferred month. Councillor Mason proposed joining Llangynfelyn Community Council for training in September 2023. Seconded Councillor Griffiths. Council resolved.
