Minutes of the meeting held on 11th January 2023

2022/23. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Toland, Mason, Griffiths & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
37. Apologies: Councillor Goodman & Stevenson.
38. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 09th November 2022
were accepted and signed.
39. Declaration of interest: Councillor Swanson & Councillor Griffiths re: rent Iron Room & Graveyard donation.
40. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. Councillor Griffiths noted the pedestrian signs now in position and queried whether council would consider asking George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) if another sign could be placed further north along the A487.
Council noted that digital speed indicator signs would help motorists identify their speed as they enter the 40mph area at each end. 

The Clerk reported that an email was sent to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) on 22/12/2022 re: road signs showing 'bends ahead'. No reply to date.
Councillor Toland queried whether confirmation has been given by Welsh Government re: pavement creation through Furnace and Eglwys-fach. 
Council noted that approaching the Public Services Ombudsman for Wales may be an option going forward.

Councillor Davies reported that guidance re: community council taking legal action on the Welsh Government, was queried with Ben Lake MP and Elin Jones MS. Both suggested that this would be costly for the community council and unlikely to yield any favourable results. 
Councillor Davies suggested questions that the community council could forward to Cefin Campbell, Plaid Cymru’s Member of the Senedd for Mid & West Wales, that would be asked to Lee Waters MS, Deputy Minister for Climate Change, on the floor in the Senedd, to raise awareness of the current situation in Furnace and Eglwys-fach. 
Councillor Davies also recommended contacting Keith Henson, Ceredigion County Council for confirmation of the Active Travel route between Aberystwyth and Machynlleth.
Action Point:  a). Councillor Davies to forward the suggested questions to Cefin Campbell.

b). Clerk to query digital speed indicator signs with George Lloyd, NMWTRA.
c). Clerk to query Active Travel route between Aberystwyth and Machynlleth.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that a selection of possible dates had been received from Dave Anning, RSPB for Teams meeting  with Emyr John, Head of Historic Estate, Cadw re: fly tipping incidents. These dates have been forwarded to Emyr John 27/12/2022. No reply to date.
Councillor Toland queried if there was any progress re: land purchase from RSPB. It was noted nothing to report. Councillor Thomas suggested waiting until after the Teams meeting before raising with RSPB again.
Councillor Thomas confirmed that he has not received any further correspondence from the Chief Executive of CADW following update at meeting 21/07/2022.

iv. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman had sent apologies and confirmed that progress is on-going. Broadway have confirmed that the chosen position for the Broadway cabinet will be close to the current telephone exchange building on the main road.
v. Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. The Clerk reported that an email was sent to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) on 22/12/2022 re: road signs showing 'bends ahead'. No reply to date.
