Matters arising:


i.

1) It was noted that there had been a fatal accident on the A487 opposite Plas Einion last Saturday.  It was resolved to organise a walk along the road on the last weekend of the Easter holidays in order to raise awareness on the dangerous situation on the road. The Council will invite the media.
