Minutes of the meeting held on 08 May 2019
2019. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Goodman, Thomas, Mason, Jenkins, Griffiths, and ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

1. Apologies: Councillors Toland.
2. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 13 March 2019 were accepted and signed. 

3. Declaration of interest: Councillors Swanson and Griffiths.
4. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a draft reply letter to Ken Skates, AM, a draft “Lobbying” letter to be supplied to businesses who use the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-Fach, and a draft “Lobbying” letter to be supplied to households in Furnace and Eglwys-Fach was emailed to all Councillors for their consideration and to add their suggestions/additions on 07/05/2019. Councillor ap Gwynn replied by email 07/05/2019 with 2 x correction to the Ken Skates AM letter. Councillor Griffiths asked for a paragraph to be added to Ken Skates AM letter outlining that this section of A487 through the villages of Furnace and Eglwys-Fach is also used by parents with young children going to the play area, school children using the school bus, as well as many residents walking their dogs. The Clerk reported that an enquiry had been sent 04/05/2019 to the Trunk Road Agency regarding signs to say pedestrians on the road. Alan Lloyd Spencer (Trunk roads) had phoned clerk on 07/05/2019 to discuss – not his department but he would pass the query on to Welsh Government, Cardiff for a response by the North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agents (NMWTRA). Councillor ap Gwynn suggested contacting Anne Elias at Growing Mid-Wales partnership, Canolfan Rheidol, Aberystwyth.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to review reply letter to Ken Skates AM taking note of Councillor ap Gwynn corrections and adding paragraph re: road users. Letter to be emailed to all councillors for their consideration.


b). Clerk to contact Anne Elias at Growing Mid-Wales partnership, Canolfan Rheidol, Aberystwyth regarding signs to say people walking on the road, no pavement, children coming off school bus, etc. Like the signs in Corris.
ii. Land for the playground. The Clerk reported there was no news on the land for the playground.
iii. Track to station. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Samuel Hadley, Network Rail 05/05/2019 asking again if the access gate by the A487 could be left permanently open? No reply has yet been received.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw has suggested dates of 22nd and 23rd May 2019 at 11.30/12.00 for a meeting at Dyfi Furnace car park to discuss the proposed work to be carried out.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw and confirm Councillor Swanson and Councillor Goodman will meet him on 22nd May 2019 @ 11.30.
v. Recycling Bus. Councillor Swanson reported that the Recycling Bus has now finished. Councillor ap Gwynn reported that new bin wagons would soon be starting, and that household waste would be collected as follows: (i) recycling and food waste – weekly


(ii) hygiene products (such as disposable nappies, etc) – fortnightly


(iii) black bin bags and glass recycling – every three weeks

vi. Fundraising for Eisteddfod 2020. The Clerk provided a prepared cheque for the Community Councils £200 donation to the Eisteddfod 2020 fund. The cheque was signed by Councillor Swanson and Councillor Jenkins and given direct to Councillor ap Gwynn (treasurer for the Eisteddfod 2020 fund).
Councillor Swanson confirmed that there is a meeting, organised by Non Griffiths, in The Iron Room at 7.30pm on 03rd June 2019 to discuss fund raising for the Eisteddfod 2020 fund. 
Councillor Swanson reported that Non Griffiths is organising a fund-raising hog roast on her and her husbands’ field on 22nd June 2019. 
The Clerk proposed, if the Community Council agreed, that members of the Community Council would present their ‘£200 donation cheque’ to Non Griffiths on 22nd June 2019. A photo of this could be sent to the Cambrian News and Papur Pawb. The Clerk reported that Non Griffiths has confirmed that she is comfortable with this arrangement and that Non is willing to make the necessary arrangements with Arwel from the Cambrian News to take the photo at the fund-raising event. Councillor Griffiths noted that the Natwest ‘donation cheque’ isn’t bilingual. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to ask NatWest for a bilingual ‘donation cheque’.

vii. Climate and Biodiversity Emergency. As Councillor Toland was not able to make this meeting it was decided to move this item forward to the agenda for meeting 10/07/2019.
viii. Dr Nicola Allen defibrillator appeal. The Clerk reported that as of 16:55 on 08/05/2019 Nicola’s Glandyfi Defibrillator Project stood at a total of £2298.00 therefore surpassing the £1500.00 target. The Council proposed writing to Dr Allen to say “Well done” and asking if she is considering purchasing a second defibrillator from her fund raising would she consider placing it somewhere in Furnace. Councillor Thomas proposed a donation of £100 to Nicola’s Glandyfi Defibrillator Project. Councillor Griffiths second the proposal. All Councillors present agreed.
