Minutes of the meeting held on 09 January 2019
2019. Present: Councillors Toland (in the chair), Swanson, Griffiths, Jenkins, ap Gwynn, Goodman, and Thomas. The clerk was in attendance. 

46. Apologies: Councillor Mason.
47. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 14 November 2018 were accepted and signed. 

48. Declaration of interest: None
49. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that the draft reply letter to Ken Skates, AM, was emailed to all Councillors for their consideration and to add their suggestions/additions on 07/12/2018. The Clerk supplied the Councillors with a draft “Lobbying” letter to be supplied to businesses who use the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-Fach. Clerk reported NO reply from Elin Jones AM office as yet. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to complete the template lobbying letter that the selected business road users might like to use to lobby Welsh Government, and also to complete one for households.

b)  Clerk to complete additions to reply letter to Ken Skates AM.


c). Clerk to email Trunk Road Agency – request signs to say people walking on the road, no pavement, children coming off school bus, etc. Like the signs in Corris.
d). Clerk to find alternative email address for Elin Jones AM.
ii. Land for the playground. Councillor Toland reported that there was no news on the land for the playground. Councillor Toland has emailed Jeremy Powell (RSPB land manager) and awaits his reply.
iii. Track to station. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Transport for Wales, 07/12/2018 asking if Transport for Wales would consider installing solar powered Pedestrian Lighting along the track? Email reply from Sophie Duggan (Customer Relations Advisor), 09/01/2019, stating “the path from the main road to the platforms isn’t within our lease area”.
Email reply from Samuel Hadley (Network Rail), 08/01/2019, stating that the estimate cost for lighting along the track “would cost several hundred thousand pounds” and as it would be considered an enhancement of current facilities would need third party funding. The track sits outside of Transport for Wales lease area.
Action point: a). Clerk to email Samuel Hadley for clarification on who owns the track.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Swanson reported that Cadw have been and spread the tarmac peelings on the car park but did not carry out any drainage work, as promised.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw for up-date and explanation why the drainage work wasn’t completed.
v. Recycling Bus. The Clerk reported that the Recycling Bus has now stopped but that Mererid Jones (Waste Projects & Engagement Officer, CCC) is happy to bring along a small van to Dyfi Furnace Car Park.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to arrange Mererid Jones to attend Dyfi Furnace Car Park for late January/early February 2019.

vi. Precept Arrangements 2019/2020. The Clerk reported that the Precept form needs submitting to Ceredigion County Council before midnight 24/01/2019.

Action Point:  a). Clerk to submit the Precept 2019/2020 at £3500, the same figure as 2018/2019 before midnight 24/01/2019.
vii. Footpath bottom of The Foel – Permissive Rights for horses. The Clerk confirmed that an email, dated 07/12/2018, had been sent to Dave Anning (RSPB) querying the suggestion that there is a ‘majority’ of local stakeholders and users in favour of an upgrade to this footpath.
The Clerk reported that an email response had been received from Dave Anning (RSPB), 10/12/2018, confirming that the passage in question was meant in the future tense.
Ellen ap Gwynn reported receiving an email from Eifion Jones (Ceredigion County Council representative) outlining the requirements needed to upgrade a footpath to a bridleway.
