22. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that the reply letter to Ken Skates, AM was posted via Royal Mail on 17/08/2019 and also emailed to his office Correspondence.Ken.Skates@gov.wales on 02/09/2019. To date no acknowledgement or reply has been received. 
Councillor ap Gwynn suggested sending a copy of the letter to Elin Jones AM asking her to follow it up with Ken Skates AM. and, if possible, arrange a site meeting. 

Councillor ap Gwynn suggested contacting Richard Morgan and invite him to visit Ysgubor y Coed to see the condition of the road through the villages of Furnace and Eglwys-fach to see if he could help. Councillor ap Gwynn confirmed Anne Elias at Growing Mid-Wales partnership, Canolfan Rheidol, Aberystwyth contact email address is ann.elias@ceredigion.gov.uk.

The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Go Safe, the Road Safety Partnership via their webpage : https://gosafe.org/contact-us/community-concern/ on 02/09/2019 requesting bilingual road signs – suggestions Danger people walking in the road, Pedestrians in the road, 40mph painted on the road, and series of sharp bends ahead. Confirmation of email received only.
All Councillors present agreed that the draft lobbying letter to businesses using the A487 through the villages of Furnace and Eglwys-fach was acceptable.

ii. Land for the playground. The Clerk reported there was no news on the land for the playground. 
iii. Track to station. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Samuel Hadley, Network Rail 02/09/2019 asking for confirmation that the Emergency Services have suitable access to a key for the gate. To date no reply has been received to this email. Councillor Swanson reported that a number of train service users have expressed concern about the service provided on this route – the main concern being that there are not enough carriages and therefore some passengers are forced to stand for much of their journey. 
Councillor Jenkins reported that it has been suggested to her that Garreg Farm owns the land on which the track to the station sits.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that an email had been sent to Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw on 02/09/2019 asking, going forward, if he can continue to monitor the surface in the carpark and stating that the Community Council will also monitor. The Clerk confirmed that a second email was sent to Gwynfor Olsen, Cadw on 02/09/2019 requesting the siting of dog poo signs at the carpark in response to observations made by Councillor Mason in July 2019. No reply to date.
