Minutes of the meeting held on 13 November 2019
2019. Present: Councillors Swanson (in the chair), Thomas, Mason, Jenkins, Goodman and ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

28. Apologies: Councillors Toland and Griffiths.
29. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 11 September 2019 were accepted and signed. 

30. Declaration of interest: None.
31. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that following the Community council meeting on 11/09/2019, she was contacted by Elin Jones AM office with an offer of assistance. The email sent to Ken Skates AM on 02/09/2019 was forwarded onto Elin Jones AM and a reply was received from Ken Skates AM office on 29/10/2019. This reply repeated previous advisories that the creation of a footway through Eglwysfach would involve 37 landowners and was highly unlikely to succeed and therefore he would be unable to prioritise the scheme.

The Clerk reported that a reply was received 07/10/2019 from James Gibson, Operations and Maintenance Manager, Network Management Division, Welsh Government to email dated 02/09/2019 sent to Ann Elias, Mid Wales Regional Engagement Team – Strategic Transport. James Gibson’s reply confirmed that the Community Councils comments regarding the need for bi-lingual signs at Eglwysfach and Furnace showing people/school children walking in the road would be taken into consideration in the forthcoming speed limit review.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to re-send letter dated 17/08/2019 to Ken Skates, AM with a covering email underlining that the Community Council are only asking him to address the pinch points through Furnace and Eglwysfach as a matter of urgency – this will only involve x2 landowners namely John Griffiths and Mike Jones who are both agreeable to work with Welsh Government. The email also needs to highlight the fact that the Community Council are in the process of owning the land by the bridge in Furnace.
b). Clerk to prepare an email to Ben Lake and Mark Williams asking for assistance ready to send following General Election on 12/12/2019.
ii. Land for the playground. The Clerk reported there was no news on the land for the playground. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to ask Councillor Toland if he could chase RSPB regarding this matter.

iii. Track to station. The Clerk reported that Samuel Hadley, Network Rail still hasn’t replied to email dated 02/09/2019 asking for confirmation that the Emergency Services have suitable access to a key for the gate. It was decided to leave this matter for the moment.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Swanson reported that the surface in the carpark is considerably poor at present due to standing pools of water following the recent wet weather. The Clerk confirmed that no reply has been received to date regarding the dog poo signs as outlined in email sent 02/09/2019.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gwynfor Olsen and request that he comes to assess the surface condition of the car park and query what is happening with the dog poo signs.
v. Climate and Biodiversity Emergency. As Councillor Toland was not able to make this meeting it was decided to move this item forward to the agenda for meeting 08/01/2020.
vi. Celtic Rainforests Wales. Councillor Swanson, Councillor Goodman, Councillor Mason, and the Clerk had met with Helen Upson, representative for Llinos Alun, at Dyfi Furnace car park, just prior to the Community Council meeting, to discuss where the proposed notice board might be suitably sited. At this site meeting, the Clerk asked Helen Upson if the Celtic Rainforests Wales project would consider remunerating the Community Council for their future responsibility for care and repair of the proposed notice board once the Celtic Rainforests Wales project has ended if the Community Council were to agree to accept this responsibility. Helen Upson provided the Community Council with prototype drawings of the proposed notice board for their consideration. All Councillors present agreed the prototype is acceptable as is the proposed site for the board in the car park.
