13. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a draft reply letter to Ken Skates, AM was emailed to all Councillors for their consideration and to add their suggestions/additions on 17/07/2019. Dr Allen has asked if the Community Council are still willing to give the offered £100 donation as she is hoping to raise enough funds to purchase a second defibrillator, which will be sited at Dovey Junction.
