Minutes of the meeting held on 08 July 2020
2020. Present: Councillors Toland (in the chair), Swanson, Thomas, Goodman, Mason, Griffiths, Jenkins, & ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

1. Apologies: None
2. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 11 March 2020 were accepted. To be signed by Chair at a later date. 

3. Declaration of interest: None.
4. Matters arising: 
i. Examination and accept/reject of the Annual Return for the Year Ended 31 March 2020 by the Council. All Councillors were sent a scanned email copy of the Annual Return for the Year Ended 31 March 2020 plus the Income/Expenditure accounts for 2019/2020, as prepared by the Clerk, for their perusal previous to this meeting. All Councillors accepted accounts and agreed for the Chair and Clerk to meet to complete signing of the Annual Return for the Year Ended 31 March 2020 by the Chair.
ii. Pavement. The Clerk reported that a letter dated 24/03/2020 had been received from John & Non Griffiths and a letter dated 26/03/2020 had been received from Mike Jones, both confirming their willingness to work with the Welsh Government in efforts to create a pavement through Furnace and Eglwysfach. 

Councillor Swanson suggested that John & Non Griffiths and Mike Jones are willing to sell their ground for the construction of a pavement through Furnace and Eglwysfach but thought that neither party would be keen to offer their support for outline planning for a new footway creation through their property as Councillor Thomas suggested. It was noted that Steve Berry, Artist Valley could be approached to help with the outline planning application, if the Community Council decided to pursue this suggestion. Councillor ap Gwynn confirmed that there is a Community Fund Grant of up to £25,000 available through Ceredigion County Council.
Councillor Griffiths suggested writing again to Ken Skates AM asking him to consider pavement creation at the pinch points whilst including and drawing attention to the letters provided by John & Non Griffiths and Mike Jones. A sketch map should also be included. All Councillors agreed this was a good approach forward.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to prepare a letter to Ken Skates AM as agreed by council. 

iii. Land for the playground. Councillor Toland reported that he has received a new ‘licence to occupy’ from RSPB. Councillor Toland agreed to circulate, via email, the licence to occupy to each Councillor. When confirmation is received that all Councillors agree with the licence, then Councillor Toland will sign and return to RSPB.
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Swanson reported that the car park surface is currently in a considerable state of disrepair and provided photographic evidence. Some users/visitors of the car park have been fly-tipping particularly around the glass recycling bin. Somebody has fly tipped garden waste on the edge of the wooded area.
