Minutes of the meeting held on 10 November 2021
2021. Present: Councillors Toland (in the chair), Swanson, Griffiths, Jenkins, Mason, Thomas & ap Gwynn. The clerk was in attendance. 

28. Apologies: Councillor Goodman.
29. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 08 September 2021 were accepted and signed.
30. Declaration of interest: None
31. Matters arising: 
i. Covid 19 in Ceredigion. Councillor ap Gwynn reported that the number of positive Covid 19 cases in Ceredigion are rising as is the case in Wales in general. It seems to be the most northly wards of Ceredigion that are the worst hit. 4 of the counties residential homes are currently in the red due to staff needing to isolate, but residents remain well. Hywel Dda health board continue to cope well.
Vaccinations 
→ currently being administered at Llanbadarn vaccination centre Aberystwyth and Cardigan vaccination centre.
General

ii. Pavement. Mona Lewis, Walking and Cycling Development Officer in the Dyfi Biosphere area attended the meeting. Mona noted that part of the Outdoor Health project is to promote safe and low carbon travel, ie. walking and cycling, in the UNESCO Dyfi Biosphere area. Mona drew attention to the Ceredigion and Powys’ online consultation on Active Travel which includes information from both counties on their aspirational ‘Future Travel’ routes. The Ceredigion online consultation closes 19/11/2021.
Councillor Swanson, Councillor Griffiths, and Councillor Thomas reported that George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA), promised during their meeting 04/11/2021 that he would arrange for the debris by John Griffiths wall to be cleared. The Councillors also reported that George Lloyd confirmed he would organise ‘30mph’ and ‘People in the Road’ signs if their use was confirmed by Welsh Government.
Councillor ap Gwynn reported that she attended a seminar with Lee Waters MS. He is hoping Welsh Government will pass legislation for 20 mph speed limit to be implemented in Welsh villages in the very near future but Councillor ap Gwynn didn’t think this would apply to villages located along Trunk Roads.

The Clerk reported that an email dated 17/09/2021 has been received from Andy Falleyn, on behalf of Julie James MS and Lee Waters MS, received in reply to the Community Council email of 31/08/2021 to both. This email re-iterated the point that the footway screening assessment only will happen in this financial year 2022/23.
The Clerk reported that an email dated 16/10/2021 was received from Tracy Lovering, a resident of Ysgubor y Coed, outlining her disappointment that the Community Council would not consider pressing Welsh Government to implement a 20mph speed limit on the A487 through Furnace and Eglwys-fach.

iii. The Woodland. Councillor Toland reported that he has signed the Licence to Occupy, which he circulated by email 14/09/2021, and there currently is no progress to report regarding the sale of the land to the Community Council. Councillor Toland noted that the surface of the path through the woodland is in acceptable condition but that some branches along its boundary need cutting back. 
iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that a 1 tonne bag of gravel has been delivered to the car park, courtesy of CADW, to replace the gravel used by the contractor 01/03/2021. An email has been received, 11/10/2021, from Rhonwen Adams regarding “no overnight parking” signs. Rhonwen is  offering to meet with the Community Council to discuss. Councillor Thomas noted that the carpark surface is still flooding when it rains.

v. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. Councillor Toland reported that he has had confirmation from the Trunk Roads Agency that the Community Council can erect x2 sculptures in this area.
vi. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Toland and Councillor ap Gwynn confirmed that they are happy with the draft letter ‘The Ysgubor-y-coed Fibre Broadband Scheme’ for community circulation.
vii. Turning point at Blaeneinion. The Clerk reported that an email was sent to Rhodri Llwyd, Highways Services Group Manager technicial.services@ceredigion.gov.uk on 08/10/2021. No reply received to date. Councillor ap Gwynn suggested putting a complaint to Ceredigion County Council through their Clik service.

viii. Coastal Path. An email was received 29/09/2021 from a concerned Ysgubor y Coed resident outlining that it seemed all the large wooden Coastal Path signs in the area have been removed. The Clerk reported that Ceredigion County Council Public Rights of Way Ranger was emailed 10/10/2021 regarding this matter, who forwarded the email on to the Coastal Path Officer. No reply received to date.
