11. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 12 May 2021 and AGM 12 May 2021 were accepted. 

12. Declaration of interest: None
13. Matters arising: 
i. Covid 19 in Ceredigion. Councillor ap Gwynn reported that there has been 20 new positive cases of Covid 19 in Ceredigion County this morning – positive cases have gone up in the last 7 days but these cases have been mainly in the younger generation. However, people need to carry on being vigilant particularly in view of the imminent holiday season. Hywel Dda health board continue to cope well.
Vaccinations 
→ currently being administered at Llanbadarn vaccination centre Aberystwyth, Cardigan vaccination centre, as well as various GP Doctor surgeries across the county. 
→ 78% of people in Ceredigion have now had their first dose of vaccine.
→ 55% of people in Ceredigion have now had their second dose of vaccine.

→ Health professionals politely request that patients do not phone doctor surgeries requesting vaccination. Patients will be contacted and arrangements made, when it is their turn.
General

→ Glan-yr-Afon Civic Amenity Site is open with users needing to follow the number plate/date system for access. 

→ Library click & collect services available across Ceredigion.
→ Face covering to be worn indoors.

→ Up to 1000 people may attend seated indoor event if face coverings are worn.

→ Up to 30 children may go on organised school trips.

Swimming Pools

→ Bro Dyfi Swimming pool, Machynlleth and University of Wales, Aberystwyth swimming pool are both open. Plascrug Leisure Centre, Aberystwyth is currently not open.
ii. Pavement. The Clerk reported that an email dated 17/06/2021 has been received from Richard Morgan, Head of Planning, Asset Management & Standards, Transport, Welsh Government in reply to email dated 13/06/2021. This email re-iterated the points made in email dated 19/03/2021 – please see minutes of the meeting held on 12th May 2021.
Councillor Griffiths noted email from Elin Jones AS office dated 16/06/2021. The report, from Welsh Government Network Management Division, attached to this email addressed concerns highlighted by Elin Jones AS, following the TEAMS meeting 22/10/2020. All Councillors present agreed that although the report was positive – “We are currently considering undertaking a WelTAG 1 Study along the A487 between Bow Street and Eglwysfach.”, it didn’t provide much detail going forward.

iii. Land for the playground. Councillor Thomas volunteered to contact Dave Anning at the RSPB regarding the Licence to Occupy.

iv. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that Gwynfor Olsen, Conservation Work Supervisor North Wales, CADW has requested Community Council confirmation of the “purpose of the gravel at the car park” following email dated 13/06/2021 outlining the Community Councils dissatisfaction of its use by the contractor on 01/03/2021. A schedule of works completed by the contractor on the 01/03/2021 has also been received email dated 08/07/2021.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gwynfor Olsen to confirm the purpose of the gravel at the car park – purchased by the Community Council ~3 years previous and been periodically used to cover paths in the wooded area to the fenced play area.
v. Bottom footpath on The Foel Fawr. The Clerk reported that an email dated 15/06/2021 has been received from Gareth Owen, Ceredigion Rights of Way Ranger, advising that Community Council would need to get RSPB confirmation that they are requesting, with reasons, installation of kissing gates on Public Footpath 4/10 before he could action. He suggests proceeding with the current gate.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Gareth Owen to confirm that the Community Council have noted his suggestion on footpath 4/10 and are agreeable to proceed on that basis. 
b). Clerk to express Community Council gratitude for signs showing NO horses or bikes installed at Furnace end of footpath 4/10.
vi. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. As Councillor Toland was not present it was agreed to move this item on to meeting on 08th September 2021.

vii. Broadband. The Clerk reported that Steve Ellis from Broadway Broadband had confirmed in an email dated  that progress is slow. The Welsh Government has confirmed that they will continue with the voucher funding.
