Observations/Comments
Existing Use

1. The applicant has answered “No” to the question ‘Does your proposal involve the construction of a new building’?

Biodiversity and Geological Conservation

2. The applicant has ticked NO to all answers on the application form?

3. The proposed development is located inside the Dyfi Biosphere area.

4. The proposed development is located close to a SSSi area.

Assessment of Flood Risk and Fowl Sewage

5. The council note that the river Einion runs close by the development site. When the tide is high in the Ynyslas Estuary, the river Einion floods into the development site and neighbouring gardens. The council are concerned that the development buildings will flood but also residue from the sewage package treatment plant from the development may find its way into the river Einion and/or neighbouring gardens.

Industrial or Commercial Processes and Machinery

6. The applicant has answered “No” to the question ‘Does this proposal involve the carrying out of industrial or commercial activities and processes’?

Neighbour and Community Consultation

7. The applicant has shown no consideration for local residents and has not consulted neighbours or the local community prior to submitting the application to planning.

Site visit

8. The applicant has answered “No” to the question ‘Can the site be seen from a public road, public footpath, bridleway, or other public land’, however the site is located adjacent to the trunk road A487.

9. The council are concerned with the potential increase in traffic at the access point turning in/out to the trunk road A487.

Agricultural Holding Certificate

10. The applicant has declared “(A) None of the land to which the application relates is, or is part of, an agricultural holding” however the council understand that a conveyance of this land dated 24th April 1981 contains a restrictive covenant – land may by used for agricultural purposes only.

11. The council have many concerns regarding this application.
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
