ii. Pavement. Councillor Swanson reported that George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) responded 13th and 14th January 2022, via email re: road signs. He has commissioned the manufacture of the signs and resources are being allocated. He expects the job to be complete this Financial Year.
Councillor Griffiths noted that the proposed position of the southbound signs in Eglwys-fach – “where the pavement ends south of Glandyfi” are too far into the village and would be better positioned further back opposite the property Maesnant.

Grazing with Cows. Dave Anning RSPB attended the meeting to brief Council. 

The RSPB has been grazing Y Foel Fawr with ponies for x7 years and they have been very successful with regard to bracken control.

The RSPB have been grazing the reserve last year with x5 cows (Welsh white breed and Hereford X breed). The cows grazing area is controlled by means of a solar powered GPS unit. The cow wears a battery (charged every 6 weeks) operated collar which delivers a beeping tone when the cow is nearing the edge of the grazing area. If the cow goes outside of the grazing area the collar delivers a small electric shock to the cow. The cows quickly learn to recognise the warning beep. No adverse effects on the cows have been noted. A QR code is provided so that visitors can track the area where the cows are grazing. This technology has been used with grazing animals in Epping Forest for ~6 years now with much success. 


RSPB are hoping to put the cows on Y Foel Fawr from April through to September.
