Minutes of the meeting held on 09th November 2022
2022. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Toland, Stevenson, & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
28. Apologies: Councillor Griffiths, Goodman, & Mason.
29. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 28th September 2022 and the AGM 11th May 2022 were accepted and signed.
30. Declaration of interest: Councillor Davies re: planning.
31. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. Councillor Swanson reported that the pedestrian signs are now in position. Councillor Swanson has spoken to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) to thank him for completing this for the community.
Councillor Toland queried whether Welsh Government are failing in their ‘duty of care’ to residents of Ysgubor y Coed with the continued lack of pavement. 
Councillor Stevenson queried whether council might consider asking Welsh Government/NMWTRA to erect better speed limit signs.
Councillor Swanson reported that she had reported the overgrown grass verges to Ceredigion County Council, highlighted by Councillor Griffiths at meeting 28/09/2022, and was advised that this is the responsibility of NMWTRA, as the A487 is a Trunk Road. Councillor Swanson reported the overgrown grass verges to NMWTRA on 30/09/2022. No reply received to date.
Councillor Davies reported an email to George Lloyd, NMWTRA 29/09/20220 requesting a site meeting re: pedestrian signs, position of bus stop south of Furnace, speed limit through villages (currently 40mph), and other general points. A reply was received from Tim Barnes, Head of Planning, Asset Management & Standards, Welsh Government dated 25/10/2022. Tim Barnes reiterated that “There are no plans to reduce the speed limit on this section of the A487 at present. We are however updating the Setting Local Speed Limits in Wales guidance and the work may see a change in the criteria for lower speed limits in Wales.”

b). Councillor Davies to query Welsh Government ‘duty of care’ with Ceredigion County Council legal team.
c). Clerk to query better speed limit signs with George Lloyd, NMWTRA.
ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that she is awaiting possible dates from Dave Anning, RSPB for Teams meeting  with Emyr John, Head of Historic Estate, Cadw re: fly tipping incidents. 
The Clerk reported that Emyr John had confirmed by email 28/10/2022 that CADW do not own the land where the broken bench was removed and therefore would not be willing to place any bench there. He also expressed concern that a bench may attract visitors to cross the main highway bridge without a footpath in place.
Councillor Thomas confirmed that he would like to attend the Teams meeting when arranged.

iii. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. Councillor Toland reported that Ceredigion County Council planning section have advised that a pre-planning application will be necessary. Ysgubor y Coed Community Council will need to pay for the pre-planning application however there is a £25000 grant available for council to apply for, from Ceredigion County Council, if the project gets the go ahead.

v. Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. Nothing to report.
