Minutes of the meeting held on 11th May 2022
2022. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Griffiths, Mason, Toland, & Goodman. The clerk was in attendance. 

1. Apologies: None.
2. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 09 March 2022 were accepted and signed.
3. Declaration of interest: None.
4. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. Councillor Swanson reported that George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) had phoned her in the previous week to advise that there is a delay with the road signs he has commissioned for Furnace and Eglwys-fach. 
The Clerk reported that she had spoken with George Lloyd on 28/03/2022, regarding Community Councillor’s comments re: the position of the road signs. George Lloyd advised that the planning application has already gone to Welsh Government in Cardiff for approval and that he is expecting that this will be approved. He advised that it would be better for the Community Council to leave the current application, with agreed road sign positions, to go ahead as changing it at this stage would involve submitting a new application and there would be no guarantee that Welsh Government would approve the new positions for the road signs. There would also be the time factor – the process would revert back to the beginning.
Council agreed to leave the previously agreed position for the road signs. Councillor Swanson and the clerk will keep council updated.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Thomas suggested contacting the Chair of CADW re: encouraging CADW to resurface the car park.

iv. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman reported that there is movement with Broadway Broadband on this item, all be it slowly. More people have registered their interest in the project and Ysgubor y Coed is currently on ~40% registered (Broadway need 30% in the area to register their interest with Welsh Government to access funding).

Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. The Clerk reported that she had spoken with George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) on 28/03/2022 re: signs showing ‘bends ahead’ for the area between Hen Hafod bridge and Furnace. George Lloyd said that he would check Google maps to try locate the position of these signs. If successful having them replaced should be relatively simple!
