Minutes of the meeting held on 21st July 2022
2022. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Griffiths, Mason, Goodman, & Davies. The clerk was in attendance. Members of the public - Steve Pollock, Mill House.
10. Apologies: Councillor Toland (Covid isolating).
11. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 11th May 2022 were accepted and signed. The minutes of the planning meeting held on 02nd July 2022 were accepted and signed.
12. Declaration of interest: Councillor Davies re: planning.
13. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. Councillor Swanson reported that she has spoken to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) this week by phone and the delay issue with the road signs he has commissioned for Furnace and Eglwys-fach is still on-going. George Lloyd confirmed that he would chase and report to Councillor Swanson as soon as possible.
The clerk reported no contact from George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA).

Councillor Swanson reported that she recently had a conversation with Dr Ian Taylor, Director Transport for Quality of Life, who advises that the Community Council should now lobby Mark Drakeford, First Minister, Welsh Government re: pavement.
Councillor Davies reported that all County Councillors have been asked by Welsh Government for a response re: 20mph speed limit through villages within their respective Ward. Councillor Davies reported that current Welsh Government advice is if the area/village is currently 30mph speed limit then the plan going forward is to reduce the speed limit to 20mph, however if the area/village is currently more than 30mph speed limit then Welsh Government will not be considering the area for the 20mph speed limit.
All Councillors present noted that there is currently a 40mph speed limit through Furnace and Eglwys-fach.

Action Point:  a). Councillor Swanson to chase George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: road signs.


b). Clerk to prepare a letter to Mark Drakeford, First Minister Welsh Government and forward to Chair for approval – chair/clerk to forward to Councillor Davies before sending to Welsh Government.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Thomas reported that he sent a letter to the Chair of the committee that oversees CADW outlining the substandard condition of the carpark surface. A preliminary reply has been received advising that she is gathering information from staff who are currently isolating with Covid. 
Councillor Swanson reported that she has seen x2 workmen in the carpark last week carrying out annual maintenance.

iii. Glandyfi lay-by and viewing platform. Councillor Toland reported (via email) that there appears to be funding available for this kind of project, but that planning may take some time. 
Action Point:  a). Councillor Toland to report back to Council once he has more information.
iv. Full Fibre Broadband. Councillor Goodman reported that the application for funding has been submitted by Broadway about 1 month ago – he has been advised that this usually takes ~4 months to be approved and then hopefully Broadway will start their survey work. 

Councillor Davies noted that the funding is no longer accessed from Welsh Government but direct from Westminister.
v. Road safety along A487 from Hen Hafod Bridge to Furnace. The Clerk reported that she had forwarded the photos supplied by Councillor Mason to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: signs showing ‘bends ahead’ for the area between Hen Hafod bridge and Furnace. No response as yet from George Lloyd. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to chase George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA) re: signs.
vi. Boat. Councillor Toland confirmed (via email) that the boat is his and that it is currently for sale on several auction sites and trade magazines.
Councillor Swanson reported that Michael Gibbon of Voelas has reported the position of the boat to Welsh Government (the land it sits on is registered to the Welsh Government) and it is currently being sent to the relevant department.

Steve Pollock (present) reported that he and Peter Holmes have both reported its position to NMWTRA. 

Action Point:  a). Councillor Thomas to contact Councillor Toland advising that the Community Council are unhappy about the current situation re:boat.
vii.
Member Co-option. The Council resolved to close the meeting at this point (to protect the privacy of the applicants) and Steve Pollock left. Following a robust discussion, the x5 Community Councillors present voted by private ballot. There was a majority vote in favour of applicant Ruth Stevenson. It was resolved to co-op Ruth Stevenson to Ysgubor y Coed Community Council for the term May 2022 to May 2027.
Action point :  a). Councillor Thomas to email Ruth Stevenson to advise the result of the vote.


b). The Clerk to forward Ruth Stevenson copies of the Declarations of acceptance, Declarations of Members Interest, Acceptance of Code of Conduct, Financial Regulations, Standing Orders, Social Media Policy, Welsh Language Policy, and Concerns and Complaints Procedure before the next meeting.
