Minutes of the meeting held on 08th March 2023

2022/23. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Goodman, Stevenson & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
46. Apologies: Councillor Toland, Mason, & Griffiths.
47. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 11th January 2023
were accepted and signed. The minutes of the Teams meeting held on 27th January 2023 were accepted (Councillor Thomas, Swanson, & Davies) and signed.
48. Declaration of interest: None
49. Matters arising: 
i. Pavement. The Clerk reported that no reply has been received to email sent to George Lloyd, North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent (NMWTRA). Councillor Swanson noted that she had found phone calls more productive.
Council noted the ‘Eglwysfach – Footway Screening Assessment’ reply from Lee Waters MS dated 22/02/2023, received from Ben Lake MP. 

Council noted the x3 questions – WQ87129, WQ87130, WQ8713, placed before Lee Waters MS on 19/01/2023 by Cefin Campbell, Plaid Cymru Senedd Member for Mid and West Wales.
Councillor Stevenson queried asking Welsh Government for a speed limit reduction from 40mph to 30mph through Furnace and Eglwys-fach villages. All councillors present backed this suggestion.
Councillor Davies noted that it would be helpful, going forward, to include Aled Morgan-Hughes, Senior Communications Officer for Cefin Campbell MS, in any emails on this item.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. The Clerk reported that a Teams meeting was held with Dave Anning, RSPB, Emyr John, Head of Historic Estate, Cadw, Councillor Thomas, Councillor Swanson, & Councillor Davies. The clerk was in attendance – minutes Dyfi Furnace Carpark 27/01/2023.

Councillor Thomas noted disappointment that CADW do not appear to have any imminent plans  to carry out repair work to the carpark surface and/or solutions to the fly-tipping problem.
Council noted that the increasing feeling of frustration re: carpark surface, is being exacerbated by the timeline of many years – excess of 10 years.
The clerk noted that the large pothole, located just off the tarmac at the carpark entrance, has measured at 3 foot wide by 5 inch deep. Council noted that whilst this is the largest pothole, there are many more potholes on the tarmac entrance and within the carpark itself. 

Council discussed ownership of the carpark and tarmac entrance. 

Council discussed the implications of E.V. charging points, as noted by Emyr John and Dave Anning during meeting dated 27/01/2023. Council noted that this would be a good initiative going forward.
Council noted that the clerk could advise Emyr John, CADW of land ownership re: electricity source for E.V. charging points.

Council discussed the suggestion of placing a locked gate and/or height limiter at the carpark entrance. Council confirmed that neither of these would be a possibility due to the consideration of access for emergency vehicles particularly for the resident of Craig y Deryn.

Council noted Dave Anning’s point in meeting 27/01/2023 that fly tipped items should be removed in line with government guidelines.

Council noted that the phone box that houses the defibrillator in Eglwys-fach is in a very poor state of repair. Councillor Goodman will query if Broadway Broadband would consider helping with this and report back to council.
