Minutes of the meeting held on 04th September 2024
2024/25. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Mason, Griffiths, & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
27. Apologies: Councillor Swanson, Stevenson, Goodman, & Toland.
28. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 10th July 2024 were accepted and signed. Proposed Councillor Griffiths. Seconded Councillor Thomas.
29. Declaration of interest: None
30. Matters arising: 
i. A487. The clerk noted reply received from Strategic Road Network Division, Welsh Government received 08/08/2024 in reply to email sent 30/01/2024. The salient points include:

· Welsh Government have completed the feasibility study for the three sections that were identified during the screening assessment.
· Welsh Government note that the “costs are substantially higher than expected” for the proposed sections.

· Welsh Government “are now in the process of completing a Wales Transport Appraisal Guidance (WelTAG) stage 0 report”.

· “Following the release of the new Setting Local Speed Limits in Wales (SLSLiW) guidance, Welsh Government will review the speed limits across our Trunk Road Network. Until then, we are not making any changes to individual speed limits so we can ensure the consistency with the new guidance.”

The clerk reply, 13/08/2024, outlined the communities disappointment that Welsh Government will not engage in a speed reduction to 30mph through Furnace and Eglwys-fach whilst discussions are on-going re:pavement creation, whilst also highlighting the location of the southbound bus-stop in the national speed limit area.
Council noted Councillor Catrin Davies email dated 16/08/2024 to Ken Skates MS.

Council noted email thread from 25/04/2024 to 08/08/2024 between Councillor Swanson and Strategic Road Network Division, Welsh Government.
Council noted suggestion from WI re: contacting the Future Generations Commissioner.
Council noted Councillor Stevenson update re: Petitions committee due to discuss the submitted 30mph petition on 16/09/2024.

Council noted Elin Jones MS letter dated 16/08/2024 to Welsh Government requesting a “copy of the feasibility study” carried out by Amey. Councillor Catrin Davies noted that Ben Lake MP has offered to write to Welsh Government to request the Amey assessment going forward.

The clerk noted email confirmation received re: National Listening Programme Ken Skates MS 05/06/2024 from Ceredigion County Council (CCC) and Strategic Road Network Division.
