Minutes of the meeting held on 08th November 2023

2023/24. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Mason, Goodman, Stevenson & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.
28. Apologies: Councillor Griffiths & Toland.
29. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting held on 13th September 2023 were accepted and signed. Proposed Councillor Goodman. Seconded Councillor Mason.
30. Declaration of interest: None
31. Matters arising: 
i. A487. The clerk reported that following an email query re: Bends Ahead signs, dated 11/10/2023, an email reply dated 13/10/2023 was received from George Lloyd, North & Mid Wales Trunk Road Agency (NMWTRA) indicating that the area of the A487, just after the turning for Y Garth heading south, is already covered by signage. Two photos were attached to email dated 13/10/2023. Council noted one photo (Web capture 101919) showed the area by St Michael’s Church in Eglwys-fach which is covered by signage, however Council could not identify the area (Web capture 102127) in the second photo.
Councillor Swanson queried wording for banner to be displayed on Iron Room rails. Following careful consideration Council agreed on SLOW/ARAF and 30 (enclosed in a circle) on a white background.
Councillor Stevenson noted the on-line petition has accumulated 300+ signatures. 
Councillor Stevenson and Councillor Swanson reported that a protest ‘March to reduce the speed limit from 40mph to 30mph through Furnace and Eglwys-fach’ starting at 10.30am from Glandyfi lay-by through Eglwys-fach and Furnace along the A487 and ending by the entrance of Plas Einion is being organised for Saturday 18/11/2023. Councillor Swanson is coordinating with the Cambrian News to carry a Press Release. Councillor Davies is corresponding with Craig Duggan in the hope of getting a Public Media report of the ‘March’ and the on-going petition re: pavement – S4C/BBC Wales.
Councillor Stevenson reported that a community member (Ann-Maire) has offered to produce a short video of individuals/groups ‘current experience’ of walking through Furnace and Eglwys-fach. Councillor Stevenson and Ann-Marie will host a meeting/workshop in the Iron Room in the coming months to provide further guidance.
Clerk noted acknowledgement email received 12/10/2023, following email dated 11/10/2023 to Lee Waters MS to query Eglwys-fach footway screening assessment. No further correspondence received to date. Councillor Swanson reported that she has approached Ben Lake MP 04/11/2023 and requested his office to follow-up.
Councillor Davies shared an email received 08/11/2023 from Lee Waters MS (via Aled Hughes, Senior Communications and Research Officer to Cefin Campbell MS) –

I can confirm we have commissioned a feasibility study for the provision of a footpath in Eglwysfach and Ffwrnais. This is due by the end of January 2024 with a proposed scheme detailed design to follow subject to funding and prioritisation.
Councillor Thomas reported that the tree which was leaning out onto the A487 in Eglwys-fach was reported to NMWTRA, who attended the site and removed the tree the same day.

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. Councillor Thomas reported the garden waste reported to Anneka Morris 11/10/2023 has been removed. 
Council noted that there is a new electric/telephone pole being stored in the area where the garden waste has been removed. 

Councillor Thomas noted that he is still awaiting a reply from the RSPB valuer for the woodland. Will chase again.
iii. Full Fibre Broadband. Nothing to report.
iv. Abandoned Caravan. The clerk reported that the ‘abandoned caravan’ in the lay-by by St Michael’s Church was reported to George Lloyd, NWMTRA. However, following further investigation George Lloyd reported that the owner is intending to return and remove.

v. Defibrillator phone box Eglwys-fach. The clerk reported that the application submitted to the Ceredigion Community Grant Scheme, Ceredigion County Council for the phone box door has been approved in principle pending receipt of :-

· Receiving a copy of the contractors Risk Assessment

· Title Deed / Evidence of ownership of the phone box

· Latest Annual Accounts

· Quotes for the labour work

The clerk noted that no quote for labour has been received. Councillor Goodman volunteered to carry out the work required.

vi. Drains Eglwys-fach. Councillor Davies shared an email dated 26/10/2023 received from Gaynor Adams, Senior Systems and Information Officer, Ceredigion County Council re: drains opposite London House, Eglwys-fach.
I can confirm that work was carried out on drains by Ceredigion County Council on behalf of NMWTRA at this location last week. A new gully and drainage pipe have been installed. 

Drain emptying works are carried out every year along the Trunk Road and this work is expected to start in the coming weeks.
