Minutes of the meeting held on 10th July 2024
2024/25. Present: Councillor Thomas (in the chair), Swanson, Stevenson, Griffiths, & Davies. The clerk was in attendance.

19. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the AGM held on 08th May 2024and the minutes of the meeting held on 08th May 2024 were accepted and signed. Proposed Councillor Stevenson. Seconded Councillor Swanson.

21. Matters arising: 
i. A487. The clerk noted a letter dated 05/06/2024 received from Ken Skates MS, Cabinet Secretary for the Economy, Transport and North Wales, see 23. Correspondence and Communication, ii. Council encourages all members to make individual representation. Clerk to make representation on behalf of Cyngor Cymuned Ysgubor y Coed noting:

· unhappy with 40mph through villages
· unhappy with Furnace southbound bus stop on A487 in 60mph speed limit

· no answer re: Eglwys-fach footway screening email (28/03/2024) to dated 

Councillor Davies noted other 20mph problem areas within the ward of Ceulan a Maesmawr – very happy with 20mph through the village of Talybont however 20mph entered from a 60mph speed zone northbound and a 40mph speed zone southbound. Also, speed limit 60mph on council road from Talybont to Bontgoch and on B4353 to Ynyslas. Councillor Davies queried if Council would like her to contact Ken Skates MS and request a site meeting?

ii. Dyfi Furnace Car Park. 
Council noted the x2 very large potholes on the tarmac entrance to carpark have been repaired.
Council noted carpark surface still in poor state of repair.

Council noted some of the woodland trees by the A487 are slightly overhanging.

Councillor Thomas reported still no response from RSPB regarding valuation/sale of woodland.
The clerk noted no update re: EV charging points, at carpark following querying with Anneka Morris.
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact RSPB and request that trees are trimmed back within Welsh Government and North & Mid Wales Trunk Road Agency guidelines. 

b). Clerk to query with local auctioneer Aled Ellis if he would be willing to make a valuation for the woodland and his charge for this service.
iii. Defibrillator phone box Eglwys-fach. Council noted that the phonebox door has now been repaired – thank you Councillor Goodman and Ian Tansley. 
The clerk reported contact with Tomos Hughes NHS Defibrillators – 07780990594 tomos.hughes3@wales.nhs.uk . Tomos has listed the Eglwys-fach defibrillator on the NHS Wales ‘Circuit’ – central list of defibrillators across Wales which can be accessed by emergency services when required. Tomos also noted that the Eglwys-fach defibrillator is currently housed in a non-heated plastic box – this is not a problem for the summer months however during the colder winter months the defibrillator battery may be drained unnecessarily and there is potential for the defibrillator pads quality to become compromised following freezing weather. Tomos recommended that the defibrillator be housed in a heated box – £500 - £700 purchase price, which would need an electric supply for a small energy consumption. 
Action Point:  a). Clerk to contact Iron Room board to query if a heated box for the Eglwys-fach defibrillator could be placed on the outside of the Iron Room.
iv. Community Council noticeboards. Council noted the noticeboard at Glandyfi has been repaired – thank you Councillor Goodman and Ian Tansley. The clerk noted that the noticeboard at Dyfi Furnace carpark is in a very poor state of repair – Cadw have been approached to carry out repairs and have advised that they would not be willing – noticeboard does not come under the responsibility of CADW and previous repairs were carried out as a gesture of good will!
